This machine is designed to operate on a standard 15 
amp, 120 volt, 60 Hz, AC circuit. Voltages below 105 volt 
AC or above 125 volts AC could cause serious damage to 
the motor.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS:
This piece of equipment must be grounded. Should an 
electrical malfunction occur, grounding provides a path 
of least resistance for electrical current- reducing the risk 
of electric shock. This piece of equipment is furnished 
with a cord that has a grounding conductor and ground-
ing plug. The grounded plug must only be plugged 
into an appropriate outlet that is properly installed and 
grounded in accordance with all local codes and ordi-
nances.

WARNING:
Connecting the equipment to an improperly grounded 
outlet can result in an increased risk of electric shock. A 
qualified electrician should be consulted if you are unsure 
that the outlet is properly grounded. Do not modify the 
plug provided with the equipment.

CAUTION: Disconnect the power cord from the out-
let before doing any clean up or maintenance on the

1.	 Keep the machine clean. Do not allow dust to accu-
mulate on external surfaces, the motor, or near any 
moving parts.

2.	 After every job, wipe down the surface of the          
machine with a clean damp cloth.

3.	 Inspect cord for damage. Do not use machine with a 
damaged cord.

CLEAN UP & STORAGE
1.	 Unplug and wrap it under the cord hook and around 

the left side handle grip. Clean the cord and inspect it 
for cuts, gashes and loose prongs.

2.	 Wipe down the machine and store in clean dry place.
3.	 To prevent deformation of pad and pad driver, re-

move them before storing.

WARNING: Do not store the machine with the drive 
block, pad driver or brush on the machine.

PAD INSTALLATION:
1.	 To install pad, tilt the machine back on the rear 

wheels until machine is resting on handle. 
2.	 Center the pad on the pad holder and insert pad    

center lock. Twist clockwise to lock. Make sure the 
center lock is tight.

To remove: Twist the center lock counterclockwise

3.	 Use the appropriate pads for the  floor condition and 
surface. Lighter pads are less abrasive and darker pads 
are more abrasive. The correct pad will give you the 
best results. Consult your local distributor for recom-
mendations.

4.	 Do not use pads that are larger than 20” in diameter.

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TO ADJUST A DRIVE BELT
1.	 Locate the motor pulley on the underside of the ma-

chine. It will be the only pulley visible. There will be 
4 motor mounting bolts surrounding it. These bolts 
fasten the motor to the frame and can move along 
the slotted opening. Loosen, but do not remove, the 4 
bolts.

2.	 Locate the two belt tensioners at the rear of the      
machine 

3.	 On the belt tensioners, locate the two jam nuts. There 
is a front and a rear jam nut on each tensioner.

4.	 To reduce belt tension, loosen the front jam nut 
and tighten the rear.

5.	 To increase tension, loosen the rear jam nut and 
tighten the front.

6.	 Always adjust both tensioners exactly the same 
way.  

7.	 Once the belt has reached appropriate tension, 
tighten the jam nuts.

8.	 Tighten the 4 motor mounting bolts, test and ad-
just until the belt does not slip. 

WARNING: DO NOT OVER-TIGHTEN THE 
BELT. 
ALWAYS TIGHTEN OR LOOSEN IN SMALL       
INCREMENTS.

MACHINE ON/OFF OPERATION: 
This equipment is equipped with a safety “LOCK OUT” 
lever. Refer to Diagram 1  for steps 5, 6, and 7.

1.	 Install the pad driver and pad or attachment. 
2.	 Plug in machine.
3.	 Lean the machine back, with all four wheels on the 

floor, so the pad is not making contact with the floor 
when you turn the motor on.

4.	 Place both hands on the handle grips with your fin-
gers around the ON/OFF lever (Refer to B on Dia-
gram 1)  Which extends from one side to the other, 
underneath the handle grips.

5.	 The safety “LOCK OUT” lever (Refer to A on Dia-
gram 1) is located underneath the right side handle 
grip and switch lever. To unlock the “LOCK OUT” 
lever, use your right hand fore finger to press the lever 
toward the back of the switch box.

6.	 With “LOCK OUT” lever in the unlocked position, 
pull up on either side of the ON/OFF lever (Refer to 
B on Diagram 1) to power the motor. Pull up on only 
one side of the ON/OFF lever.

7.	 Wait 5 seconds for the motor to reach full speed and 
place pad on the floor.

TO MANEUVER THE MACHINE:

CAUTION: 
THIS MACHINE CANNOT BE OPERATED WITH 

THE HANDLE IN THE UPRIGHT POSITION. 
DOING SO WILL CAUSE LOSS OF CONTROL AND 

POSSIBLE INJURY.

1.	 Lower the handle to a comfortable height for the op-
erator. This machine should operate with the handle 
unlocked at about waist level. Do not lock the handle 
into a fixed position. See Handle Height Adjustment 
section on pages 14 and 15.

2.	 It is best that the operator begin operation closest to 
the power outlet and move outward as far as the pow-
er cord will permit, then, work back to the original 
point.

3.	 Move the machine in forward and reverse. Do not 
swing side to side.

4.	 Keep a small amount of down pressure on the handle 
to maintain higher pad speeds. 

5.	  To stop the machine, simply release ON/OFF levers.
6.	  Do not use on wet floors.

- A pair of adjustable wrenches or
•	 (2x) 3/4” Wrench
•	 (1x) 9/16” Wrench
•	 (1x) 7/8” Wrench
•	 (1x) 13/16” Wrench

Assembly Instructions:

1. Remove rear right-wheel assembly with a pair of adjustable wrenches or (2x) 3/4” wrenches.
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2. Next, remove handle locking lever from handle braces with 9/16” wrench.

3. Attach handle assembly to the rear of the motor base and secure with included nut and bolt.

4. Secure Handle Assembly to the Motor Base with nut and bolt.

5. Re-install Handle Locking Lever to Handle Brace and Handle clamp assembly. Do not fully tighten Handle 
Locking Lever assembly yet.
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6. Do not fully tighten Handle Locking Lever assembly yet. Adjustment for proper tension and locking will 
be necessary after the unit is fully assembled. Refer to Instructions for Locking Lever Adjustment in the 
next section.

7. Re-install rear right-wheel assembly (C14724, C11559-1, G11943, C00240(2x), C14725). Do not over-
tighten wheel assembly. The wheel should be able to spin freely with no backlash.
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8. Assembly is complete. Proceed to adjust Handle Locking Lever Assembly.

Handle Locking Lever Adjustment:
1. Put the handle in the unlock position (up position) and start adjusting the nut C11558 on 
the threaded portion of the spade bolt (C11536) until the gap between the clamp is around 
0.8mm (around the width of a credit card). Do not tighten so far that the clamps touch 
as this may cause the spade bolt to break. Adjust the gap on the other side of the clamp 
assembly to the same spacing. 
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3. Lock the handle (down position) to check if it is tight enough. The cord-hook clamp should not slide 
while in the locked position when properly tightened. If further adjustments are required, make sure 
that you adjust the opposite side to match. Uniform spacing between front and rear gap will achieve the 
most surface contact for the clamp assembly. Adjustments should be done in small increments.

4. You can finish adjusting when the clamp assembly locks properly in the locked position and moves 
smoothly in the unlocked position. 

2. Check that the cord-hook clamp is sliding up and down freely on the handle 
stem while in the unlock position.

2. To set the Brace-stops for the operator’s preferred height, loosen the two jam nuts, one above the frame and one 
below the frame. Adjust the two brace-stop bolts, in equal amounts, until they make contact with the handle braces. 

Handle Height Adjustment:
1. Handle height during operation can be adjusted to accommodate a slightly higher          
position. Begin by Locking the handle into the desired height. 
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4. Once the desired height setting is achieved, tighten the two jam nuts on the brace-stop bolts on each side.

3. Be careful not to over-extend the brace-stop bolts. Check to make sure the handle braces 
make full contact with the brace-stop bolts when handle is in lowest position.
